N.B: Instruction regarding the measurement of the uniform-

1. The length of the kameez of the girls must be 2 inches below the knee. The
lower part should be wider & the cut on both side must be under the waist
line.

5. Carrying identity card is compulsory.,

1. Students shall come to school in proper uniform on working days even during Public
Examination. They shall also be in uniform when they are sent outside to participate in
different competitions. Students must be careful about their personal hygicne.

2. Home works should be done regularly,

3. Parenis/Guardians should go through the diary regularly and put their signature after
reading the teacher's comments.

4, Parents/Guardians may contact the V.P. or the Academic Co-Ordinator every Thursday
from 10.00 a.m. till 12.00 p.m. to discuss any academic problem.

B. 2nd Consideration : Those students, who were on reasonable grounds could not appear
fully or partially in any terminal exam, shall have their results calculated on an average.

C. 3rd Consideration : Studemts failing in one subject in the [inal results (Average of two
terms) but passing in all the subjects in the yearly exam that is 50% for Class 1- V &
45% for Class VI - IX will be promoted to the next class. But they will not hold any
position in the merit list.
